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  Some of you may have read that Rick Warren, author of The Purpose Driven Life and pastor of Saddle-
back Church, recently wrote to the members of his church asking for $900,000.00 to make up for a budget shortfall in 
their church.  In response, in two days time, their church received almost $1,000,000.00 from its members.  At First 
Baptist we received approximately $25,000.00 in the week between Christmas and New Years Day nearly making up 
our own deficit in these tough economic times.  The generosity of our members in support of the ministry and mission 
of First Baptist is just as important and no less appreciated than Warren’s congregation in California.  Because of your 
continued generosity and faithfulness we are on a solid financial footing as we begin our 125th year of ministry in our 
community. 
 I admit I was both humbled and challenged by Rick Warren’s honesty.   It is not easy for a minister to ask for 
money to meet the church’s budget or to do what he/she feels is the work of Christ.  Many of us think that raising 
money for ministry is one of the most difficult things to do; it seems odd to rely upon God for our strength and pur-
pose and then have to beg the membership to give so that God’s work can be done. 
 So, as hard as it is to do, I want to share a few things on my own wish-list.  First, I wish we didn’t have to 
worry about meeting our budget during the lean summer months and in early fall.  By June our budget surplus will be 
depleted and we will do church on a shoestring.  Things that need to be done will be put off; people who need help 
will have to go elsewhere.  Yes, in December we will more than likely catch up, but by then the needs will be long 
past us, the next year’s budget will be planned around this year’s deficit; we will have missed opportunities. 
 I wish we had a larger fellowship hall and that we were more accessible to those with handicap restrictions.  
We have one of the most beautiful churches in the area.  The upkeep and maintenance of our facilities has been ac-
complished with careful stewardship.  Still, due to our growth and the changing needs of our membership we are lag-
ging behind in providing ample space for fellowship and hospitality.  I dream of greater handicap accessibility espe-
cially into our worship area, bathrooms adjacent to the sanctuary that are spacious to those in a wheelchair, and a place 
where the entire church family can dine and fellowship together. 
 Also, I wish we were more up to date in our audio-visual equipment.  Each month we are sent DVDs about Bi-
ble studies and mission opportunities but we have no way to show them.  It would be wonderful if the WMU could 
watch these in the fellowship hall or if our youth could take advantage of programs tailored to their needs in the youth 
room.  Can you see how wonderful it would be if we were to video tape our worship services to take to our shut-ins?  
What a wonderful ministry it would be to offer a video of a funeral or to be able to send grandparents a copy of a ser-
vice where the children assisted in worship. 
 Are these things important to you?  Can you see the difference it would make?  Can you help?   Just asking . . . 
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If you are not participating in Youth activities at First Baptist...you are missing out on lots of fun.  On February 7th, we had a 
great time at the Super Bowl party!  A special “THANK YOU” to everyone who supported the Youth in the Valentine Spaghetti 
Dinner on February 13th.  The Youth made $400 which will be used to offset expenses for Camp Caswell.  On February 20th, 
we started a new Bible Study entitled “Am I Happy?”.
